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The Möbius Strip

Anirudh Varadarajan, (Ex) Kāṇḍam 2

The Möbius strip is a mathematical 3D one-sided figure popularly used to understand the
concept of time. It was depicted in Roman mosaics as early as the third century CE. Later,
in 1858, German mathematicians Johann Benedict Listing and August Ferdinand Möbius
perceived the Möbius strip as a mathematical figure.

To make a Möbius strip, one must take a strip of paper and while joining the ends,
twist one side. This creates a one-sided 3D shape. If an insect travels along the length of a
Möbius strip, it returns back to its starting point! This shape loops into itself and behaves
like an endless shape when perceived through Euclidean space. When two Möbius strips
are transformed and attached, they make a Klein bottle, which also behaves like an endless
3D shape.

Fun with a Möbius Strip

If one traces a line along the centre of a Möbius strip, it eventually returns to its starting
point, behaving like a one-sided figure.

When a Möbius strip is cut through the middle, surprisingly, it does not split into two
pieces. Instead, it becomes one longer strip!
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The Grandfather Paradox

If someone had invented time travel and had gone to the past to prevent his grandfather
from meeting his grandmother, then his mother would not have been born. As a result, he
would not have been born, which would have meant that time travel would never have been
invented. That would have meant his grandparents would have met, his mother would have
been born, he would have been born, time travel would have been invented, and he would
have gone back and prevented them from meeting, and so on. This would have been known
as the Grandfather Paradox.

Now, to understand this paradox using the Möbius strip, let us write these incidents
in order. Time travel is discovered, he travels to the past and stops his grandparents from
meeting, his mother is not born, he is not born, and time travel is not discovered. On
the Möbius strip, the opposite side corresponding to time travel being discovered is time
travel not being discovered. Then, on the strip, on the opposite side of his grandparents not
meeting, they meet. Then the mother is born, and he is born. Now, the sequence makes
sense. Him stopping his grandparents from meeting, caused them to meet. Thus, he never
altered the course of history; he simply fulfilled it.

A Jinn particle is one that was never created; it simply exists. This relates to the causal
loop or the bootstrap paradox, an event that ultimately causes itself. For example, a man
from the present travels to the past, inspiring a scholar to write a book on physics with
the present-day knowledge of physics. The scholar wrote the book in the past. But where
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did the man get that knowledge to inspire the scholar? From the book the scholar wrote,
which he himself inspired! So, the concept was never written; it had always existed. In this
example, the physics concept is the “Jinn concept”.

Let us write the events on a Möbius strip once again. The man goes to the past, inspires
the scholar to write the book, the scholar writes the book, the man reads it in the present. The
sequence then loops. Here, the information has no independent origin. It has no original
creator outside the loop.

Modern-Day Uses

Many sci-fi time travel movies use this concept of causal loop, such as Interstellar, and
Harry Potter and the Prisoner of Azkaban.

Gary Anderson was inspired by the Mobius strip when he designed the ”Recycle” logo.
It symbolizes that while the Earth’s resources are finite, their utility can become infinite by
recycling.

The Google Drive logo is also similar to a Möbius strip, symbolising infinite storage.

Why is Time Travel Not Possible Yet?

Some argue that if time travel were invented, even in the future, we should already see
visitors today. But, even if it were invented, the travellers might not be able to interact with
their past. Instead, they might be fulfilling it. There might even be time travellers living
amongst us today, or even inspiring this article!

In ancient days, people calculated time using the sun, moon, and stars, and planned farming
activities accordingly. Today, we use clocks and calendars, but the value of time remains
the same. The importance of time is best understood by people like ambulance drivers and
doctors, because even a small delay can affect a person’s life.

The passage explains that wasting time is equal to wasting life. Thiruvalluvar (a great
tamil poet) in the Thirukkural, emphasized the value of time more than 2000 years ago.
Human life is controlled by time: the past never returns, the future is uncertain, and only
the present is in our hands. Therefore, one must use the current moment wisely.

The Thirukkural teaches that success comes not only from effort, but also from acting
at the right time. It also says that even a small help done at the proper time becomes very
great in value. On the other hand, actions not done at the right time lose their benefit.

So, time management is essential. Planning daily work, avoiding delay, using
opportunities properly, and spending time in useful ways are the steps to success. Students
especially should understand the value of time at a young age and follow Valluvar’s
guidance. When they use time wisely, it will lead not only to their personal success but
also to the success of society.

In Vrindavan, Krishna urged the villagers to worship Govardhan Hill instead of
Indra, angering the rain god. Indra sent a fierce storm that flooded the village and
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frightened everyone. Krishna lifted Govardhan Hill on his little finger, protecting
the people for seven days and nights.
